Pressure bal ancing and thernpstatic systens for showers seemto be a puzzling subject for consumers and speci -
fication witers. Both systems provide an inportant function in the bathroom they protect the user from

scal ding and thermal shock. The difference between the two systens is how they naintain a set tenperature when
other fixtures are used creating fluctuations in the water supply. Pressure bal ance works on maintaining bal -
ance between hot and cold, it does this with a bal ancing spool inside the valve body or in the faucets car-
tridge. Pressure bal ancing cannot distinguish tenperature but maintains that bal ance. The advantage with pres-
sure balancing is that it is very responsive. Thernostatic systens recogni ze tenperature fluctuations using a
paraffin wax nediumthat expands and contracts to maintain a set tenperature. In contrast with pressure bal -
ancing it is slower to react and a quick tenperature spike is normal with thernostatic. Wth both systens you
wi I | experience a pressure drop until the draw on the systemreturns to nornal.
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
